the Wisconsin Liquid Waste Carriers Association has agreed to fund a research project
that will determine how much phosphorus is in septage, so that the industry may re-
spond appropriately as nutrient management rules come down the pike. The study,
which likely will be conducted by Wisconsin Lutheran College, could cost up to $5,000.
WOWRA members agreed at the membership meeting on Jan. 30 to contribute up to
$1,000 to this research project.

We believe that we will continue to hear more about phosphorus in state regulations in
the future and we must know the composition of septage so that we may enter into dis-
cussions with the data that is necessary. It is not beyond the realm of possibility that
tighter phosphorus regulations could mean higher disposal costs ultimately passed down
to the consumerd or that the industry will be asked to help remove phosphorus from
septage. This issue will not go aiaiy will only grow louder in coming years.
